ANDY WHITE • NEW ALBUM ‘Songwriter’ • ALBUM RELEASE

Belfast-born Andy White is one of the great Irish singer-songwriters. From ‘Religious Persuasion’ to 'James Joyce's Grave', ‘Street Scenes From My Heart’ and beyond, he mixes social concern with great lyrics and a pop sensibility.

Touring the world with his acoustic guitar, working with the likes of Tim Finn and Peter Gabriel, Andy is Belfast’s 21st Century Troubadour.
Andy’s new album, Songwriter, his tenth, will be released on Floating World through IRD on XX.XX.XX. It was recorded in Vancouver, Canada and Real World Studios in England, and reflects writing collaborations he has been working on for the past few years.

The band on the album includes members of Neko Case’s group, 

and the Be Good Tanyas, and features virtuoso pianist and accordion player Radoslav Lorkovic (Odetta, Jimmy Le Fave).

It’s been twenty years since Andy burst onto the music scene with his first single ‘Religious Persuasion’ and debut album ‘Rave On’.

“Yer Man’s Brilliant” proclaimed Melody Maker, and the singer the UK press called  ‘Belfast’s Bob Dylan’ or ‘Ireland’s Billy Bragg’ was born.

Since then, Andy has become very much his own man. His lyric-driven acoustic folk-rock, which owes as much to the Waterboys or David Gray as Dylan or Bragg, has become more engaging—and his social commentary more relevant—each year.

This summer Andy previewed Songwriter at the WOMAD festival in England. He and producer friend John Leckie also took part in ‘Taste The World’, cooking ‘Andy & John’s Rock’n’roll Breakfast’. After this, Andy tutored the songwriting strand of the WOMAD Summer School at Bath University, with Justin Adams (guitar) and Billy Cobham (drums).

Andy has always had a close relationship with Italy, and not only in his song ‘Italian Girls on Mopeds’. Laughing, he says he believes Italy is “Ireland in the sun”, but seriously considers that the Irish and Italians have much in common—a passionate attitude to life and to music.

“I love to be places where people believe that poetry can change the soul, where music is life.”

Andy spent a lot of time in Correggio (RE) during the making of his last album ‘Garageband’, which was mixed in Luciano Ligabue’s Zoo Studios.

As MOJO magazine said about Andy, “From rage to sage, it’s not too late to discover one of our best kept secrets.”
