ANDY WHITE – NEW ALBUM ‘SONGWRITER’ (Wildflower, March 2010)

Irish singer-songwriter Andy White carries a 12-string guitar under his arm and wears his particular brand of Irish magic and charm on his sleeve, with the political edge of the young Bob Dylan, the romance of David Gray and the Celtic influences and lyricism of the Waterboys.

Belfast-born and Melbourne-based Andy has ten internationally released solo albums, two compilations and a book of poetry to his name. He has worked and played with artists such as Peter Gabriel, Sinead O’Connor, and the Finn Brothers, and won Ireland’s Hot Press Songwriter of the Year award a few years ago, beating Bono and Christy Moore to the finishing line.

Andy’s new album Songwriter on release March 2010, was recorded live in the studio in Vancouver, Canada, and marks a new, rootsier direction for Andy.

The band features long-time accompanist Radoslav Lorkovic (Jimmy La Fave, Odetta) on piano, Paul Rigby (Neko Case) on guitar and pedal steel, Allison Russell (Po' Girl) vocals, and John Raham (Be Good Tanyas) on drums.
Songwriter reflects writing collaborations Andy has been working on for the past few years, and early reviews have been positive:

How to hang on to the wide-eyed wonder of youth without getting stuck in the groove? Andy White seems to have perfected this art · Songwriter oozes messy storylines and insistent guitar chords that drill a hole into your subconscious · It's classic White terrain, a place where singalong-ability is to be celebrated rather than sneered at; and where guest vocals from Allison Russell chafe beautifully against Andy's Belfast-by-way-of-Melbourne curlicued diphthongs. Since his very first release in 1986, Andy White has released a series of beautiful albums featuring songs engrained in the Irish psyche — ‘Religious Persuasion’, ‘James Joyce’s Grave’, ‘Street Scenes From My Heart’. He is a singer-songwriter of and for our times, documenting the world and its current chaos and beauty with remarkable insight.

Andy relocated to Melbourne, Australia after collaborating with Tim Finn in supertrio ALT, and writing Aboriginal icon and 400 metre Olympic champion Cathy Freeman’s theme song ‘Coz I’m Free’ for the Sydney Olympics.

Lead track on Peter Gabriel’s last album Big Blue Ball was a co-write with Andy entitled ‘Whole Thing’.
