Andy White’s latest album ‘Garageband’ set for release by Wildflower Records this January 15, and the Belfast-born troubadour will be touring North America during March and April.

The tour starts with the Wildflower Records 10th Anniversary party in New York, after which Andy plays an official SXSW showcase in Austin, Texas.

Special guest on all US dates will be Rad Lorkovic (Odetta, Jimmy La Fave) on piano and accordion. 

Andy’s new album was mixed by John Leckie (Radiohead, Pink Floyd) and recorded in Peter Gabriel’s Real World Studios, ‘Garageband’ is panoramic, loud and live. World music for the Apple generation.

Guests on the album include Rad, Liam Bradley (Van Morrison, The Corrs) on drums, and Torri Higginson from ‘Stargate Atlantis’ in a speaking role.

It’s been twenty years since Andy burst onto the UK music scene with first single ‘Religious Persuasion’  and debut album ‘Rave On Andy White’ (MCA).

“Yer Man’s Brilliant” proclaimed Melody Maker, and the man the UK press called  ‘Belfast’s Bob Dylan’ - or alternately ‘Ireland’s Billy Bragg’ - was born.

Since when, Andy has become very much his own man. His lyric-driven acoustic folk-rock, which owes as much to Lou Reed as Dylan or Bragg, has become more engaging – and his social commentary more relevant - every year.

Career highlights include playing the world’s major rock and folk festivals from Glastonbury to Womadelaide, winning Ireland’s Hot Press Songwriter of the Year award, and working and writing with the some of the great names in the music world - the Finn Brothers, Sinead O’Connor, Van Morrison.

Lead track on Peter Gabriel’s current album ‘Big Blue Ball’ is ‘Whole Thing’, a song Andy co-wrote with Peter at Real World.

An Andy White gig is a special experience. A mix of great songs, Irish charm and rock’n’roll.
