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Andy White, Belfast singer-songwriter and one time member of ALT, moved to Melbourne last year in search of music, inspiration, and weather which felt like home.

With 11 internationally released albums, Ireland’s top songwriting award and a book of poetry to his name, Andy had spent the previous three years in Switzerland, and  knew the time had come for a change of scene in order to write his new album. He had been introduced to the southern hemisphere by the Finn brothers and made the move after the success of a song of his called ‘Coz I’m Free’, written about the Olympic 400 metres champion Cathy Freeman.

From his very first album ‘Rave on Andy White’, Andy was always going to cause trouble. The title was a reference to a W.B. Yeats poem or a Van Morrison song – take your pick. The cover showed a Belfast punk folk singer with an acoustic guitar in the backseat of a VW Beetle. The song ‘Religious Persuasion’ was a slap in the face for Bible-bashers everywhere, not just those in Andy’s home town. Melody Maker’s album review  proclaimed “Yer man’s a genius” and Andy White had arrived.

 “I grew up hearing folk music dividing people into one tribe or the other. I wanted to say it like I saw it, filtered through all the books I had read and the records I had listened to. Looking for a new political future and wider personal horizons. I started off writing poems and picked up an acoustic guitar when I heard John Lennon sing ‘Give Peace A Chance’. Put them both together, that’s all.”

Andy went on to play with the great names of Irish music and write songs with the likes of Peter Gabriel and Neil Finn. He was one member of alternative supergroup ALT along with Liam Ó Maonlaí and Tim Finn, and has had albums produced by John Leckie and Kim Fowley, amongst others.

Andy's current album is Andy White  (ALT Recordings through MGM) and he has just finished recording his latest for release in Europe this September and Australia in early '04.
