NEW ALBUM: BOY 40 (ALT Recordings/MGM)

Belfast troubadour ANDY WHITE is one of the most original songwriting and performing talents to come out of Ireland in the past 25 years. A world traveller, Andy was introduced to Australia when playing in the folk supertrio ALT with Tim Finn and Liam O Maonlai (Hothouse Flowers), started touring here, wrote songs with Christine Anu including  COZ I’M FREE Cathy Freeman’s Olympic theme song, eventually relocating to Melbourne in early 2002.

Andy’s latest studio album is BOY 40, a return to the edgy political concerns and offbeat humour of Andy’s early work. Filled with charm and shot through with his trademark wit. Written on the road and recorded in both London and Melbourne, BOY 40 is an album about innocence and experience, the so-called war on terrorism, a search for spirituality, the Twelfth of July and … Italian Girls On Mopeds.

Since his very first release RAVE ON ANDY WHITE in 1986 – “Yer man’s a genius” commented Melody Maker – featuring RELIGIOUS PERSUASION, Andy White has released a series of beautifully crafted albums, each one an erudite and passionate work. A singer-songwriter of and for our times, documenting the world and its current chaos and beauty with remarkable insight.

Andy has written with the likes of Peter Gabriel and the Finn Brothers, been the A of ALT, and been produced by John Leckie (Radiohead, Pink Floyd) and Kim Fowley.

Andy’s book of lyrics and poetry is THE MUSIC OF WHAT HAPPENS (Lagan Press), he won the Irish Songwriter Of The Year award (up against Van Morrison and Bono), has played every great venue and festival from Glastonbury to numerous WOMADs, and written such classics as LOOKING FOR JAMES JOYCE’S GRAVE, STREET SCENES FROM MY HEART and 

GET BACK HOME.

Newly released in Australia through MGM, the album features the singles TELL ME WHY and THE FORTUNE TELLER’S RIGHT as featured on ABC’s ‘Rage’.
